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Rare Large Chestnut Found.

A 74 foot American Chestnut, found

a few years ago by a U.S. Forest Ser-
vice worker in the Talladega National
Forest, has just been recognized as an
Alabama “champion tree” Just finding
a chestnut tree today is pretty rare,

but one of this size is truly unique.

At nearly 28 inches in diameter, the
estimated 25 - 40 year old tree has
been a special interest of the American
Chestnut Foundation, who is working
to produce a blight-resistant strain.
TACEF collected pollen from the tree for
research purposes.
